Please note: 

Godparents MUST be baptized and SHOULD be active Christians. Girls usually have two Godmothers and one Godfather. Boys usually have two Godfathers and one Godmother. If you want to have more than three godparents, you must ask permission for this. If the Godparents are not church members, and they have not attended any baptismal “instruction” classes, Fr Adam will want to meet with them before the service begins (9.45am at the latest.) Please make sure they are aware of this.

There are no Church fees for a baptism. The church relies on the voluntary contributions of its members to pay its bills. There will be an opportunity to make an offering during the service. Please encourage your family and friends to be generous. 

Sometimes people wish to be baptised by total immersion (in line with the ancient practice of the church.) In the case of infants this can be arranged at All Souls and should be discussed carefully with Fr Adam. In the case of adults, it will be necessary to make an arrangement with a local church and their fee for providing this facility is £70. Adults, already baptised as infants, and wishing to make a renewal by immersion, can also make use of this arrangement.

Photographs can be taken after the service. If you wish photographs to be taken during the service you must discuss this with the priest. Video-recordings can only be made by prior arrangement and permission from the priest. There is a £15 fee for this permission. 
Please note: for safeguarding reasons it is very important that no photographs or video-recordings of children are taken without express prior permission of parents/care and they must not be published on social media.

Baptism
Anglican tradition allows children to be baptised on the understanding that they will be brought up as Christians and encouraged to attend Church regularly, and in due course to be confirmed. 

When someone is baptised, they are

· “born again” by the Holy Spirit

· made an adopted Child of God

· made a member of the Church and an inheritor of God’s Kingdom

There are few hard and fast rules about Godparents, except that they must be baptised, and preferably confirmed. There are usually three Godparents, two of the same sex as the child to be baptised; but one Godfather and one Godmother is sufficient. 

Parents and Godparents who bring children to be baptised might like to ask themselves:

· Am I prepared to do my best to make sure that they are given a Christian upbringing within the family of the Church?

· Am I prepared to do my best to encourage them to come forward for confirmation at the appropriate time so that they can take on personally the commitments I am about to make on their behalf?

Baptism is normally administered in the context of public worship in the church which the parents usually attend, allowing the Church Family to welcome its new member.
